PURPOSE: provides grants for accessibility modifications to both owner-occupied and rental
properties.

e Properties receiving AIP grants assistance are eligible based on applicants needs

e Eligible repairs include wheelchair ramps or lifts, bathroom modification for
wheelchair accessibility, and entry modifications.
